Roth Opportunity for 

Everyone 

Starting in 2010, anyone can convert a 

traditional IRA to a Roth IRA.  That 

could be welcome news for people 

who were shut out of Roth IRA con-

versions because their adjusted gross 

income was more than $100,000.  

Should you convert some or all of your 

traditional IRA into a Roth IRA?  If 

you decide to convert to a Roth IRA, 

you will be taxed on the conversion 

amount that hasn’t already been taxed.  

You will have to weigh the negative of 

current taxation against the benefits of 

future tax free withdrawals.  Here are 

some things to consider: 

 

Are you able to leave the money in 

the account for five years or more 

and until you reach at least age 

59.5? 

Do you expect tax rates to rise in 

the future and you would rather 

pay taxes now? 

Are you able to pay the resulting 

taxes from a source other than the 

traditional IRA?  This allows the 

full amount of the traditional IRA 

to grow in the Roth IRA until it’s 

withdrawn. 
 

Converting your traditional IRA to a 

Roth IRA means that contributions and 

growth in the traditional IRA that have 

not yet been taxed will be taxed at or-

dinary income tax rates.  Therefore, a 

Roth IRA conversion could come with 

a hefty tax bite, depending on your 

situation. 
 

Additionally, conversions can be com-

plicated.  For example, if you have 

more than one traditional IRA such as 

an employer sponsored SEP or SIM-

PLE IRA (do not include your 

spouse’s), you will have to add up all 

of them in the calculation to determine 

how much of the conversion amount 

will be taxable…even if you are not 

converting all of them.
